To cultivate and prepare an environment in which attendees are able to
experience and receive divine revelation

TEAM COLORS
Retreat teams are identified by specific colors. Please see the descriptions on the
next page to learn about the significance of each one.

Intercessor Team: White

This team wears white, a sign of purity, victory, and righteousness through Christ.
They lead the battle and provide a prayer covering over the room. They keep the
enemy at bay and act as watchmen as well as worshipers and builders, creating
an atmosphere in which the power of God can be released. Intercessors focus on
the big picture: BE FREE. They rely on the Holy Spirit to point them toward
specific areas or groups of people or even other teams who may need
intercession (things like fatigue, fear, or focus), and they discern where and how
to focus their prayers.

Prayer Team: Red

This team wears red, which represents the blood of Jesus—and there is power in
the blood! Their role is to listen to the Holy Spirit, love people to wholeness, and
to be bold in the face of the enemy. The Prayer Team focuses on “the one.” Each



person who comes forward to receive prayer is the one to whom God wants to
extend BE FREE and healing, and this team in turn becomes tangible hands, feet,
and voices for the message of victory.

Host Team: Light Blue

The Host Team minsters to participants and maintains order and flow in the
auditorium. They are there to support the ministry happening on the line and
assist participants.

Events Team: Navy Blue

The Events team minsters to participants by maintaining order outside of the
auditorium. They are there to create a warm, welcoming, and distraction-free
environment, so that participants can experience BE FREE.

Captain Team: Neon

This team wears neon, a color that simply signifies support to the retreat teams.
Their role is to help the Prayer Team and provide additional prayer covering for
participants as well as Retreat team members. If questions arise, Captains are
able to help facilitate answers and are available to provide extra help during
prayer times.

SECTION 1 PREPARE



ENCOURAGED & EQUIPPED How to prepare for your role in
the BE FREE Retreat

Stay Humble.

A humble heart and a sincere desire to see others experience the BE FREE in
Christ that you have personally experienced are essential when it comes to being
an effective member of the Retreat team.

Commit to unity.

It takes a big team composed of many smaller teams to make this Retreat a
success. Just as each team has a responsibility, the men and women serving on
those teams have specific responsibilities as well. Respect them, and look for
ways to help and encourage your brothers and sisters. Think of yourself as a
soldier in a battle. As you war against the enemy, you must be in unity, or he will
be able to penetrate and resist our efforts to bring people to BE FREE.

“Therefore |, a prisoner for serving the Lord, beg you to lead a life worthy of your
calling, for you have been called by God. Always be humble and gentle. Be
patient with each other, making allowance for each other’s faults because of
your love. Make every effort to keep yourselves united in the Spirit, binding
yourselves together with peace.” Ephesians 4:1-3

Remember: This is not about you; it is about our King, Jesus, and His heart to bring
BE FREE to those that He loves so much. You are helping extend His kingdom.

Make preparation a priority.

Take time to prepare your heart for what the Lord wants to do in and through
you. Study the Word, and find out where your strength comes from. Focus on
faith and obedience in your daily activities, and be intentional about seeking Him
and having a heart of thankfulness. Be genuine with God, and give Him access to
your struggles and desires. Turn to Him when you sin, and choose to have a
forgiving heart. Being intentional with your relationship with the Lord will help
you come to the Retreat prepared to minister with a heart that is open and
sensitive to the Holy Spirit who will use you to do great things!

FAITH IN ACTION
Practical ways to prepare

Fasting

Fasting helps change your focus and is useful in preparing yourself for ministry,
especially when engaging in spiritual warfare. You can fast in a variety of ways
(talk to your team leader if you would like more information), but remember the
most important part of fasting does not involve what you take away, but what



you add regarding time spent with the Lord. Ask Him what needs to be done in
your heart as you fast. (Tip: Fast before, not at the Retreat—it is good to go into
battle strengthened.)

“Is it a fast that | have chosen, a day for a man to afflict his soul? Is it to bow
down his head like a bulrush, And to spread out sackcloth and ashes? Would you
call this a fast, and an acceptable day to the LORD? Is this not the fast that | have
chosen: To loose the bonds of wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, to let the
oppressed go free, and that you break every yoke?” (Isaiah 58)

Prayer

Prayer readies your heart for battle and helps you hear and know God’s voice. In
1 Thessalonians 5:17, the Bible says to “pray without ceasing.” Live a lifestyle of
prayer. Never underestimate the power of God working through heartfelt
prayers; they release the power of God and change reality.

“The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.” James 5:16

The Word

The Word is the Sword of the Spirit, and it is instrumental in seeing the works of
darkness destroyed. Just as food nourishes your body, the Word nourishes your
soul. The Word is a major warfare weapon. As you study, ask the Lord to write
the scriptures on your heart and get ready to be amazed by the way God uses
those very scriptures to serve participants.

John 8:32 says that the truth will set us free. The Holy Spirit actually ignites the
truth that we’ve poured into ourselves, and He uses it to cut through the lies and
deception that have people bound. The powers of darkness recognize the eternal
Word of God. When Jesus was tempted by Satan, He said three times, “It is
written, it is written, it is written.”

“It is the same with my word. | send it out, and it always produces fruit. It will
accomplish all I want it to, and it will prosper everywhere | send it.” Isaiah 55:11

“For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged
sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow,
and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.” Hebrews 4:12

“All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and
training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped
for every good work.”

Events Team Vision

The Events Team exists to facilitate an excellent BE FREE Retreat experience for
participants and leaders by creating an atmosphere where people feel welcome
and valued and are able to receive all that the Lord has in store for them.

The Events Team consists of three individual teams working together to fulfill the
team vision. These teams are:

» Catering/Facilities

This team facilitates lobby set up, food distribution, and ensures that
the lobby areas and restrooms are excellent. This team implements the
participant t-shirt giveaway at the close of the Retreat.

> Hospitality/Directional Host

This team maintains an excellent atmosphere outside of the auditorium
by setting up and replenishing coffee and water stations. They
welcome and engage with participants who need assistance or
directions. This team facilitates Baptism at the close of the Retreat.

» Information Center/Registration

This team assists with BE FREE Team check-in and team t-shirt
distribution, participant registration, and serves at the Information
Center for the duration of the Retreat. This team implements Baptism
at the close of the Retreat.

Communication

Communication is key to having a unified team that serves to fulfill the team
vision. Please review and respond to all Events Team emails and
communications.

Team Meetings

Please arrive on time for team meetings. It is important to gather together
before beginning tasks. Please let your Team Captain know if you have any
changes in your schedule.

Serve Others
The BE FREE Retreat is for participants. It is not about us. It is about our Great

God! Pray for God’s heart for people each time you serve.

How can you put someone else at ease?
How can the Lord use you that day?
How can you demonstrate God’s love?

Be watchful for people who appear to be lost, have questions or have special
needs. Walk someone to their destination rather than pointing or telling them
where to go. Engage in conversation with them. Help them to feel at home!

Commitment to Excellence in the following ways:
SPIRIT — Have a good attitude and arrive prepared to serve.

SPEECH — Engage and encourage fellow team members and participants. Make
a “no” a “YES” whenever possible. The BE FREE Team should be the most life-
giving serve team.

Read team emails, attend team
meetings, and stay informed of event details.

TASK — Be intentional and thoughtful with each task. In doing so, excellence is
produced.

WELCOME - Have a cheerful countenance while engaging guests. Let your
actions and attitude communicate: “l value people!”
